CALL TO ORDER

Executive Director Report 
Vice-Chair Monson discussed the facility tour and discussed several of the projects. The Board discussed the URPA Conference in St George last week.  Trustee Peasley was fascinated by the conference and all the activities that were done in the three days they attended.  
Mr. Schmidt discussed some of the new legislative updates and other items were discussed.
Mr. Schmidt then stated they had already talked about the air support structure, the old Comp pool wall and the new offices. He discussed the status of the McKinstry project. They discussed the upcoming meeting with McKinstry and determined that noon on Friday, April 3rd would work best for board members.
Trustee Peasley gave an update of the re-branding for the facility from her perspective; they had several agencies respond to the statements of qualifications and after the group scored all the agencies there were two or three that really stood out. The facility then requested cost proposals from those top three. After those were received, the group scored the cost proposals and picked the top scoring agency to move forward with. 
Vice-Chair Monson explained to the public present why we are re-branding: The current name and branding causes confusion and does not well represent the four different cities that are included in the district’s boundaries.
Mr. Schmidt then discussed some staffing changes, including Jenny Soifua moving to Cottonwood Heights, and the retirement of Chris Johnson after 27 years with the district. Vice-Chair Monson and the board express their appreciation for Chris Johnson's contributions and wish her well in retirement.
